e  Coordinate all OC activities.
Recruit and orient new members.
Update and maintain a website with all required resources.
Monitor and support the activities of observers.
Read reported information and collaborate with the Chair and Leadership
Team.
Contact LWV WI when necessary.
e  Work with any observer who may be presenting authorized testimony.
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
